ET on Saturday, September 30, 2023) but will not count
towards the 2023 Participation Is Key Awards.

3 There will be two Participation Is Key Awards again in
2023: one for the top Pathfinder Alumni class, and one
for the top Fellows Alumni class.

4 The Participation Is Key Awards will be awarded to the
Pathfinder Alumni and Fellows Alumni classes with the
highest percentage of class members contributing at
least $130 during the May-September time period.

5 Multiple contributions by the same person are welcome!
However, each person who contributes will be counted
once in calculating percentages for the Participation Is

Key Awards.

6 Alumni may not contribute on behalf of other Alumni
to boost class percentage for the Participation Is Key

Awards.
